1)      Airport lighting will be PCL on 119.5, three clicks low, five medium, 7 high
2)      The airport beacon will be photocell driven, so daytime IFR conditions will not be accompanied by rotating beacon operation
3)      CTAF will be 119.5 and standard position reports for uncontrolled airports will be in place.  It is recommended that you report ground movement before entering taxiways and runway environments
4)      The ILS 08 will be unmonitored
5)      The airspace over CXY will be Class E to the surface.
6)      The southeast extent of the Class E will be near the Turnpike Bridge
7)      IFR flight plans will need to be cancelled with HBG Approach (which can be done on the ground)
8)      It is not possible to see the ends of each runway for 26 and 30.  Be aware of radio position reports
9)      Monitor Hbg Approach, 124.1, for traffic approaching CXY and MDT before departing the CXY
10)   Runways 26 and 12 are right hand traffic patterns
11)   Be aware of vehicles and aircraft crossing taxiways and runways.  Their intentions should be announced on 119.5
12)   Be mindful of Army helicopter training and be aware that autorotation training results in a VERY steep approach angle – LOOK UP
